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7100/7200 MMSI reset procedure.

The MIMST number should only be amended if the radio is to be relocated on a completely different vessel.

The MMST number is for the vessel not the user.

You have one chance to program the MMSL. The process requires confirmation by entering it a second
time. If the first and second entries do not match the VHF will display you have made an error. Press ESC
and start again.

IF you input the MMST number incorrectly or you are moving the radio to another vessel then the reset
procedure is as follows.

With the radio turned off press and hold down the SCAN and ESC keys. Continue to hold down the SCAN
and ESC buttons and turn on the power. You will be presented with an option to enter a PIN number. This
number is 7100 OR 1688 (depending on the age of the unit, getting it wrong will simply fail and not
damage the radio) . To select the PIN use the +/- on the 7100 or rotate the rotary knob on the 7200, To
step across each number field press the ENT button on the 7100 or press in the rotary knob on the 7200,
When you have completed the PIN number you wil be presented a few options one of which is RESET
MIMSI. Select this and press enter. Tur off and on to complete the procedure. You can now re-enter a
new MMSI number
